from the base of the stems up to the flower heads.

¢ Remove all dead leaves from the pot plants you are entering.

e Ensure that you have removed any dead flowers from the exhibit.

¢ When entering pansies, ensure that the faces are turned upwards, looking at the judge.

¢ Read the schedule carefully, there may have been changes.

e Supply your own clean containers making sure that the labels have been removed.

o For staging separately, green beer stubbies & wine bottles are excellent and use paper
or foam to ensure that the stems remain upright. Whilst containers are not judged,
they are certainly more appealing to the eye when care has been taken with the dis-

play.

Method:

Add the eggs one
at a time, beating well after each addition, then alternately add the fruit and flour mixtures. Mix thoroughly.
The mixture should be stiff enough to support a wooden spoon.

Place the mixture into a prepared square ,straight sided, square cornered tin 20 cm tin and bake in a slow
oven for approximately 3.1/2 — 4 hours.

Allow the cake to cool in the tin.

Note: To ensure uniformity and depending upon the size, it is suggested the raisins be snipped into 2 or 3 piec-

Border Axemen Association. It has been determined by the body that in the event of any exhibitor being offensive to any judge,
his entry will be declined by all Societies affiliated with the Association, and any prize money won by him/her shall be with-held.
Other penalties imposed by the Society in the Association will be upheld and enforced by all affiliated members.

o In the event of injury, however small, a report must be made immediately to the Secretary’s Office with witness and be entered
into the incident book. Otherwise, insurance compensation cannot be guaranteed.

[ Any dispute must be taken by the Steward to the Secretary’s Office and on payment $100 deposit; the dispute will be handled by
the Committee. If the complaint is proved the deposit will be refunded.
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
